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Abstract:

The concept of ecovillage has been developed in the last decades as more and more
people from the developed countries are interested in the environment. The focus is on
keeping the ecological balance of the natural and human habitats by supporting the viability
and stability of the rural environments, without accelerating the economic growth, but
maintaining a decent lifestyle with a consumption for the current needs. The basis is to realise
an economic autonomy and trade at local level. The local people should actively involve and
act together in order to achieve a diversity of the economic activities and to provide the
public services such as education and health, local transport etc. The inhabitants of an
ecovillage are united by their ecological, socio-economic, cultural and spiritual values.

The main aim of this research is to know the particularities, the potential, the
restrictions and future directions for developing ecovillages throughout Romania. The results
of the research reflect the increasing need for cooperation between the inhabitants, the
government and the regional economic agents in order to develop the local economy, as well
as the communities from these ecovillages in Romania.
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Rezumat:

Prin atentia acordata mediului inconjurator, in tarile dezvoltate de pe glob a aparut in
ultimele decenii conceptul de eco-sat (ecovillage). Accentul a fost pus pe pdstrarea
echilibrului ecologic al habitatelor naturale si umane prin sustinerea viabilitatii si stabilitatii
mediilor rurale, fara a accelera la infinit cresterea economicad, ci pastrarea unui stil de viatd



decent, cu un consum adecvat nevoilor curente. Baza se pune pe realizarea unei autonomii
economice si realizarea de schimburi comerciale la nivel local. Acest lucru inseamnd §i
participarea activa a populatiei locale, pentru a actiona impreund in realizarea unei
diversitati ale activitatilor economice §i asigurarea de servicii publice in domenii precum
educatia si sandtatea, transportul local, etc. Membrii unui eco-sat sunt uniti prin valori
comune ecologice, social-economice si cultural-spirituale.

Scopul principal al acestei cercetari este cunoagsterea particularitatilor, potentialului,
restrictiilor si a directiilor viitoare de dezvoltare a satelor ecologie din Romdnia. Rezultatele
cercetarii reflecta necesitatea unei cooperari intre locuitori, organismele de conducere §i
agentii economici zonali pentru stabilitatea si dezvoltarea economiei locale, precum si a
comunitdtilor din aceste sate ecologice din Romania.
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
