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Abstract:

The paper approaches the quantitative research of anthropic monuments in the South-
Muntenia Development Region. These anthropogenic factors have in mind the identity footprint
of the area and highlight the cultural elements of the place to this day. In this sense, cities with a
population less than 50,000 inhabitants were taken into account, since the anthropic elements
can be a decisive factor in the tourist development of the area, especially since some
deindustrialized settlements have no other economic alternatives at present.

In this sense, the research is based on the List of Historical Monuments, where 4,776
attractions were identified. However, according to the methodology of the Ministry of Culture,
we have major categories: category A attractions, which are monuments of national interest, and
category B attractions, which are monuments of local interest. If we refer to the typological level,
we encounter a number of four classes, respectively: archaeological, architectural, public,
memorial and funerary monuments. All these elements, correlated with the footprint of natural
elements, can contribute to the development of areas in decline, such as cities with a low
population.

At area level, we have combined within these cities 19% of the total historical attractions,
which highlights an important note for long-term economic development. Moreover, this study
can be the basis of collaborative projects between localities and can serve as a starting point in
limiting the discrepancies between cities in decline and those benefiting from a consistent
financial contribution.
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Rezumat:

Lucrarea abordeaza cercetarea cantitativa a monumentelor antropice la nivelul Regiunii
de Dezvoltare Sud-Muntenia. Acesti factori antropici au in vedere amprenta identitard a zonei §i
evidentiazd pdnd in prezent elementele culturale ale locului. In acest sens s-au luat in
considerare orasele a caror populatie este mai mica de 50.000 locuitori, intrucat elementele
antropice pot constitui un factor decisiv in dezvoltarea turistica a zonei, mai ales ca unele
asezari dezindustrializate nu au alte alternative economice in prezent.

In acest sens, cercetarea se bazeazd pe Lista Monumentelor Istorice, acolo unde s-au
identificat 4.776 de obiective. Totusi, conform metodologiei Ministerului Culturii, avem prezente
categorii majore: obiective de categorie A, ce sunt monumente de interes national si obiective de



categoria B, ce sunt monumente de interes local. Daca ne referim la nivel tipologic, intalnim un
numar de patru clase, respectiv. monumente arheologice, arhitecturale, pentru public,
memoriale si funerare. Toate aceste elemente, corelate cu amprenta elementelor naturale, pot
contribui la dezvoltarea unor arii aflate in declin, asa cum sunt orasele cu o populatie redusa.

La nivelul zonei avem comasate in cadrul acestor orase 19 % din totalul obiectivelor
istorice, ceea ce reliefeaza o notda importanta in vederea dezvoltarii economice pe termen lung.
Mai mult, acest studiu poate sta la baza unor proiecte de colaborare intre localitati si poate
deservi ca punct de plecare in limitarea discrepantelor dintre orasele aflate in declin si cele ce
beneficiaza de un aport financiar consistent.
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
