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Abstract:

This paper analyses the current challenges faced by Afghanistan on the one hand, from a
climate change point of view and from the other hand, from a social and political point of view
(especially after 2021). Extreme poverty, gender inequality, severe droughts, agricultural issues,
and the availability of food resources are at the top of the list when talking about Afghanistan.
The current administration in Kabul must learn to manage all these interconnected crises in
order to improve the standard of living of the people. According to international statistics,
Afghanistan is one of the hotspots when it comes to famine and women’s safety. Sustainable
development, in line with the United Nations Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), has proven
to be the most suitable solution for this country. However, the SDGs have proven to be too
ambitious in many respects for the policymakers of Afghanistan: 1. no poverty — the hunger level
exceeds 90% in the country; 2. zero hunger — Afghanistan is in the critical area on the maps
published by the United Nations World Food Programme; 4. quality education — recent
developments show a deterioration regarding equal access to education; gender equality — the
country ranks at the bottom of the list, according to the Women, Peace, and Security Index.
Therefore, following this study, there is an urgent need for comprehensive solutions to all the
above-mentioned issues, which can only be solved through international cooperation. This paper
also aims to deepen understanding of Afghanistan's rich heritage, and to encourage global
actions for its protection and conservation so future generations can benefit from it.
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Rezumat:

Aceasta lucrare analizeaza provocarile actuale cu care se confrunta Afganistanul atat din
perspectiva schimbarilor climatice, si a problemelor generate de acestea, precum si din
perspectiva schimbarilor sociale si politice care au avut loc in tara, in special dupa 2021.
Saracia extrema, inegalitatea de gen, secetele severe care au afectat tara, problemele din
agricultura si disponibilitatea resurselor de hrana se afla in topul listei atunci cand vorbim
despre Afghanistan. Actuala administratie de la Kabul trebuie sa invete sa gestioneze toate
aceste crize interconectate pentru a imbunatati nivelul de trai al populatiei. Conform statisticilor
internationale, Afghanistan este unul dintre , punctele fierbinti” atunci cdnd vorbim despre
foamete si siguranta femeilor. Dezvoltarea durabila, in acord cu Obiectivele de Dezvoltare
Durabila ale Organizatiei Natiunilor Unite, ar putea fi solutia cea mai potrivita. Cu toate
acestea, SDG-urile s-au dovedit, in multe privinte, a fi prea ambitioase pentru decidentii politici
ai Afganistanului: 1. fara saracie — nivelul foametei a depagsit 90% in tard; 2. foamete zero —
Afghanistanul se afla in zona critica pe hartile intocmite de Programul Alimentar Mondial al



Natiunilor Unite; 4. educatie de calitate — ultimele evolutii arata o inrautdtire a situatiei privind
accesul la educatie; 5. egalitate de gen — tara se afla pe ultimele locuri conform Women, Peace,
and Security Index. Asadar, in urma acestui studiu, apare nevoia urgenta de solutii
cuprinzatoare pentru toate problemele, care pot fi realizate numai prin cooperare internationald.
Aceasta lucrare, urmareste, de asemenea, sa aprofundeze intelegerea patrimoniului bogat al
Afganistanului, precum si provocarile actuale si sa incurajeze actiuni la nivel mondial pentru
protejarea si conservarea acestuia pentru generatiile urmatoare.
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
