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Abstract:

The study aims to analyze the usefulness and directions for adaptation of the ,, Galician
model” of spatial interaction between Spanish viticulture-dominated settlements for particular
situations in Romania. The study identifies the main model’s features based on the grape-
growing settlements in the Autonomous Community of Galicia (Spain), while its implementation
is tested within the vineyard areas of Arges County (Romania). Thus, in both cases, the typology
of the wine-growing communities is obtained using Principal Component Analysis (PCA), with
such entry variables as the share of vineyards in 1990-2018 (based on Copernicus Land
Monitoring Service), a series of demographic, social, and economic variables, provided by public
and private statistical data providers. Based on PCA output, a more in-depth analysis of wine
producers was made in certain community types. It included interviews with local business
owners in both regions to address their experience in this field.

In addition, the analysis examines the effects of the system of support and subsidies,
financed through the Common Agricultural Policy, in two European Union (EU) countries
having different implementation rules but within a common market.

Finally, our findings highlight the possible directions for adaptation of the Galician
grape-growing model to the local specifics of the relationships between developed and
disadvantaged rural communities within Arges County and show the perspective of extending this
adaptation experience to other EU vineyard regions.
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Rezumat:

Acest studiu isi propune sa analizeze relevanta si cdile de adaptare a , modelului
galician” de interactiune spatiala specific asezarilor dominate de viticultura din Spania la
contextul rural romdnesc. Sunt identificate trasaturile cheie ale modelului analizand asezarile
viticole din Comunitatea Autonoma Galicia (Spania). Ulterior, implementarea acestuia este
evaluata in zonele viticole ale judetului Arges (Romania). Pentru ambele zone de studiu,
tipologia comunitdatilor viticole este obtinuta prin Analiza pe Componente Principale (ACP).
Variabilele utilizate includ ponderea suprafetelor viticole in perioada 1990-2018 (conform
datelor furnizate de Serviciul European de Monitorizare a Terenurilor Copernicus), alaturi de o
serie de variabile demografice, sociale si economice furnizate de institutii publice si private de
date statistice. Pe baza rezultatelor ACP, se realizeaza o analiza detaliata a producatorilor de
vin din anumite tipuri de comunitati. Aceasta include interviuri cu proprietari de afaceri din
ambele regiuni, pentru a aborda experienta lor in domeniu.

Suplimentar, studiul examineaza impactul sistemului de sprijin si subventii, finantat prin
Politica Agricola Comuna, in doua state membre ale Uniunii Europene (UE) cu norme de
implementare diferite, dar operdnd in cadrul aceleiasi piete comune.

In final, studiul evidentiazd directiile posibile de adaptare a modelului viticol galician la
specificul local al relatiilor dintre comunitatile rurale dezvoltate si cele defavorizate din judetul
Arges. Totodata, este examinata perspectiva extinderii acestei adaptari la alte regiuni viticole
din UE.
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
